Icelander Skuali Magnusson new Registar of the EFTA Court

The EFTA Court in Luxemburg has decided to hire Skali Magnusson from
Reykjavik as its new Registrar. Mr. Magnusson will take up his duties at the Court
after Easter 2007. He is the first Icelander holding this important post. The
Registrar of the EFTA Court is responsible for procedural matters, he is also the
head of personnel and he fulfils important representative tasks. Like the Judges,
the Registrar enjoys diplomatic status. Mr. Magnusson who is 37 years old is
currently a Judge at the District Court of Reykjavik and an Associate Professor at
the University of Iceland. He holds a law degree from the University of Iceland
and a degree of Mag jur. in European and Comparative Law from the University
of Oxford. Mr. Magnusson is the author of over 20 publications mainly on legal
theory, constitutional law and public procurement law. He has been a member of
several Ministerial Commissions entrusted with making proposals for
parliamentary legislation in his country. Mr. Magnusson is fluent in English and in
French.
